This agreement 

is a huge step toward achieving IBIEÕs position as the one event 

that brings the entire grain-based foods industry together and 

further proof that IBIE is dedicated to meeting the ever-changing

RBA President Lynn Schurman agreed, adding, ÒRBA has 

supported and participated in IBIE for many years and will increase 

that commitment in 2010. Our board unanimously concluded that 

joining forces with IBIE next year is the most efficient and effective 

way to give retail bakers the relevant education and comprehensive 

resources that they need to be successful in todayÕs marketplace.Ó  

 

While definitive details of the agreement are being finalized, it was 

announced that RBA exhibitors will be integrated into the IBIE show 

floor, rather than placed in a separate hall or pavilion. RBA will 

continue to provide demos and education on the show floor and a 

targeted marketing campaign will be utilized to attract more retail 

bakers to the show. Additionally, RBA will continue to hold ARBE in 

non-IBIE years.
